| made the decision to purchase a hunting partner last summer. After deciding on a GSP,
the search was on for a puppy. | came across Shining Star GSP on a random website and
sent out an email to Ed. That email was one of the best decisions of my life. Every
experience, from the first visit to Ed and Emily’s home to look at the pups, to picking
him up after his training has far exceeded any expectations that | may have had.
